Student Achievement Funds.  Ensures that moneys generated by skills center students are returned to skills centers.

SHB 2826 and 2SSB 6377 both have incorporated the CTE Advisory Committee bill into these bills.  It extends the final report date from December 15, 2008, to December 1, 2009.  The committee is dealing with equivalency crediting and determining CTE curricula that will assist in preparing students to meet state standards.
