Financial Fitness



“Identity Theft in 3D”
Purpose: Identity Theft in 3D is a way for students to avoid losing their identity.

FACS National Standards:

Behavioral Objectives:
· Students will learn and explain about the 3D’s to avoid ID Theft

· Students will create informational posters about ID Theft as a way of communication to other students and adults.

· Students will develop projects using the FCCLA National Program – Financial Fitness
Time: 30 minutes for workshop – 55 for classroom
Materials Needed: 
1. Candy Attached to paper money

2. Worksheet on ID Theft

3. Power Point Presentation on ID Theft including 10 minute movie, Computer, LCD player

4. Poster Board and Markers

5. Identity Theft Brochures, 
6. Financial Fitness Brochures
7. Dum Dums with Saying “Use Financial Fitness” – Don’t be a Dum, Dum

Entrance:  ** 
1. As students are entering the workshop or class – hand out mini candy bar attached to different domination of paper money (for example - $1.00 – snicker, $5.00 – Twix, $10.00 – Payday, $20.00 – Kit Kat – have even number of each money amount – will use to divide into groups)
2. Handout worksheet – “Financial Fitness – Avoid Identity Theft
Anticipatory Set: Skit – Identity Theft – students create a skit similar to “Citibank” (www.citibank.com) about ID Theft or you can burn one off internet.  
Instructional Content: 
1. Anticipatory Set (See above – Skit) – 1-2 minutes.  Discuss how this might be avoided - brainstorming

2. Introduce “Avoid ID Theft” Power Point –go over information as students complete their worksheet. (14 minutes)
3. Go over worksheet – allowing students to discuss correct answers – if they don’t know answers give correct answers to students.

4. Divide class according to the candy bar/money denomination.  There will be four groups.  Explain to them they will be creating an information poster for their school to inform students and adults about how to avoid ID Theft.
5. Have students choose their poster board and markers to create their poster

6. Create ID Theft Poster & Skit (8 Minutes including getting supplies and dividing into groups)

7. Explain posters – 1 minute per group  (4 Minutes)

8. Reinforce the 3D’s by handing out brochure to each student. (2 minutes)

9. Hand out brochure on Financial Fitness – encourage students to participate in the National FCCLA Program Financial Fitness (2 minutes)

10. Hand out Dum Dum’s with saying “Use Financial Fitness” – Don’t be a Dum, Dum
Closure: 
1. Identity Theft is the fastest growing crime in America with more than 10 million victims in the past year 

2. Remember don’t leave wallet or statements lying around; Never give personal information over the telephone unless you initiate the call
Assessment: 

1. Could create a test over worksheet and brochure information
2. Financial Fitness Project 
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
