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If you are thinking about becoming a member of the FACSE Board, you may need to know what to say to your district about why they should support you in this.  The sub coverage and time you will spend away from your classroom because you have to attend meetings and events can be troublesome if they don’t see any positive reward coming back to the district.  Focus on the benefits of your involvement and how that directly helps and serves the district and the students. These include, but are not limited to:

· You will be in an important leadership role as a Board member of the largest section of WA-ACTE.  

· The Board works closely with OSPI State Supervisor for FACSE, Mary Nagel, and the OSPI leadership team.

· Helping plan state-wide conferences for members, including making sure that the training and information presented at conferences is up-to-date, informative and useful to Washington students as well as your community and advisory board.  Your community and advisory board will also keep your program up-to-date because they know the direct needs of your local area.
· Your role as FCCLA advisor for your students will be enhanced.  FCCLA is essential to connecting students to the importance of leadership development, as well as connecting what is learned in the classroom to the community and world in which they live.

· You volunteer much of your personal time to developing your skills as a leader and role model by becoming a member of the FACSE Board.  

· Your students will see the benefits of your leadership and example.  You will be a role model for them.

· The skills, lesson plans, and awareness of national and state educational issues you will learn about will provide your district with an enriched FACSE teacher prepared to teach, encourage, and mentor students.

· You will be coordinating and doing many things as a professional leader in FACSE – writing articles, attending state planning meetings, traveling and enriching your own professional classroom skills at the state and national level, and planning section meetings where teachers work together.

· Support for your Board membership will be shared, including your individual time you volunteer as a leader, the time spent by the advisory council members, the amount of money and time your school district gives, and the activities covered monetarily by WA-ACTE and the WA-ACTE FACSE section.

· Your daily classroom management and lessons will be enhanced by the many experiences you will have as a Board member.
· By serving the state organization, you will grow in your professional skills, which will directly benefit the school district and the students you serve.
