PRINCIPLES of BATHROOM Design

1. Factors to consider:

· Type of bathroom

· Location

· Layout

· Storage

· Operation systems

2. Bathroom identification

· Full (sink, toilet, bathtub)
· Three-quarter (sink, toilet, shower)

· Half (sink, toilet)

3. Location

· Only one bathroom (off main hallway)

· More than one bathroom (one full bath near sleeping area and a half bath near living area)

· Master bath (part of master bedroom)

· Close to existing drainage pipes ($)

· Sound barrier

4. Planning the layout
· Consider the number of people (double sink, partitions)

· Universal design features

5. Planning bathroom storage
· Open shelves

· Bathroom supplies

· Vanity

· Wall cabinet

· Shower caddy

6. Planning a bathroom systems

· Electrical outlets (number, type- GFCI, location)

· Lighting fixtures (only wall switches- no lamps, strong light, dimmer switch, natural light- skylight or glass block, mirrors)

· Ventilation (fan on outside wall, window- reduce mildew)

7. Selecting bathroom components

· Fixtures (porcelain, china, stainless steel, prefabricated plastic)
· Sinks (36 inches from floor to rim standard/ 30 inches children and wheelchairs)

3 Types: wall-hung, pedestal, insert

· Bathtubs (60 inches long/ 30 inches wide)

Types: jetted, sunken, soaker

· Showers (stall –swinging door or sliding door/ tub shower)

· Toilets (mounted on floor or wall) ULF

· Cabinets and countertops (conceal pipes, provide storage)

8. Build a bathroom

Include:

· Toilet

· Sink

· Tub or shower

· Storage

· Vent
· Task lighting

· Electrical outlets
