Writing a Concept Title for your Final Project

Your final project needs to be titled. Your title should reflect the overall concept of your design.  It is a catch phrase for your design statement or vision.  Think of it as a headline in a newspaper or as an advertisement for your project.  Here are some examples:
Are you designing a master bedroom suite for a couple in love?  What words best describe the relationship of this couple to their interior design goals?  Are they contemporary or traditional, are they fun or romantic, are they young or more mature?  Try to capture the feeling of their design in words.


Try:  Modern Romance or Love Affair
Are you designing an English country living room for your client?  What captures the essence of your design?  What patterns, plants or accessories will you use: floral, lace, vines and sterling silver?  Will it be open and airy or cozy & private?  Do they enjoy a hot cup of tea in the evening or an iced latte early in the day?

Try:  Secret Garden or Afternoon Tea
Are you designing a beach house or other residence based on your clients’ love of the ocean?  Don’t get trapped by adding a few seashells here and there, try to evoke the feeling of the ocean in your design.  What is the inspiration for the room…water, sandy beaches, boating?

Try:  2 by Sea or Simple Wave
Are your clients fun loving and eclectic?  Do they appreciate odd or unmatched items as conversation pieces?  Do they like to use many colors and patterns together even in small spaces?

Try:  Mix & Match or Unmatchable Chic
Do your clients live downtown in the center of a large urban area?  Are they surrounded by the hustle and bustle of city life?  Do they appreciate the functional aspects of design and prefer simple unadorned aesthetics?

Try:  Urban Utility or Cityscape
Is your design for a large, active family?  Do they desire comfort and a home-sweet-home feeling?  Do they want an inviting interior that the entire family including the pets can enjoy?

Try:  Comforts of Home or
