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GREEN/SUSTAINABLE DESIGN CERTIFICATE PROGRAM:
Green Design is the technological, physiological and economic application of sustainable design theory, principles and practices in the built environment.
Designed with working professionals and design students in mind, this three-quarter program focuses on developing the knowledge needed by Interior Designers who want to be leaders in the sustainable design revolution.

The Council for Interior Design Accreditation (CIDA), in its Professional Standards for the Interior Design Profession, requires programs to provide learning experiences that address “environmental ethics and the role of sustainability in the practice of Interior Design”.   Bellevue Community College is proud to offer an in-depth study opportunity to the professional and emerging design community.

PROGRAM BENEFITS:
Interior Designers have a responsibility to provide healthy and safe spaces in which to live, work and socialize.  Today, the profession is increasingly called upon to deliver environmentally responsible design solutions within the built environment, and this program prepares Interior Designers to meet this demand.

WHO WILL BENEFIT:
The program is designed for professionals practicing Interior Design, students enrolled in Interior Design programs, and individuals who make decisions about facilities and residential design.

PREREQUISITES:
There are no prerequisites for the Green/Sustainable Design Certificate Program.

PROGRAM STRUCTURE AND REQUIRENMENTS:

The Green/Sustainable Design Certificate Program requires the completion of 12 credit hours. Projected start date is Fall 2008.
Fall Quarter:
Introduction to Sustainable Design    4 credit hours
Wednesday evenings, 5:30-8:30 p.m.  11 week duration

This course will examine the history and development of sustainability as a social goal and explores the implications on the built environment.  Theories of sustainability will be explored as well as an introduction to applications such as LEED standards.

Winter Quarter:

Practical Applications of Sustainable Design   4 credit hours

Wednesday evenings, 5:30-8:30 p.m.   11 week duration

This course teaches the student how to translate theoretical knowledge gained in Introduction to Sustainable Design into practical and useful design methods.  The student will learn how to research materials and buildings systems and apply the gained knowledge to be able to design in an environmentally responsible manner.
Spring Quarter:

Healthy and Sustainable Interiors   4 credit hours

Wednesday evenings, 5:30-8:30 p.m.  11 week duration

This course focuses on both Commercial and Residential interior architectural spaces.  The student will study actual built projects to examine how sustainable theory and application have been implemented in real life situations.
