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Set-up: Have students stand. Watch the movie one (have students try to follow). Watch the video and pause after each step. Then do it as a group. Ask who got it (have those students come up to help). Have students who are having trouble come up and do it with you. Have students successful complete the knot 3 times (repeat after each knot).

Start: Introduce the long and skinny ends. Skinny end is closer to neck. More complex knot (Winsor or half-Winsor or a thick tie) give more thick end and less skinny end. (You work with thick end). Talks about different knots go with different collars (standard-regular dress shirts…spread-tuxes)
